HANDBOOK FOR USERS OF SURVEY DATA TAPES

1.
INTRODUCTION

This brief handbook contains background information, concepts and definitions, classification and item reference codes, data collection weight factors, magnetic tape specifications and data locations.  It provides basic guidelines for users of the raw survey data, which are being made available on computer tape to competent research agencies upon request.


It is suggested that potential users of the data should first investigate the possibility that the information they require has already been tabulated for publication, or is available on computer printouts.  Survey results have been published by the National Statistical Office in a series of six reports, as follows:

The survey was conducted in a sample of Municipal Areas, Sanitary Districts and Villages throughout the Kingdom.  Data collection began 1 November 1975, and continued through the fiscal year to 31 October 1976.  A representative sub-sample of households was interviewed each month.  The Greater Bangkok Metropolitan Area included:  Bangkok Metropolis, Nonthaburi, and Samut Prakan.  The Central Region coverage excluded these Changwats.


The survey covered all private non-institutional households residing permanently in each survey area.  This excluded that part of the population living in transient hotels and rooming houses, boarding schools, military barracks, wats, hospitals, prisons, and other such establishments as well as households of foreign diplomats and other temporary residents.

HOUSEHOLD SAMPLE

Information was obtained from a sample of households selected by a statistical sampling procedure to represent all private, non-institutional households in each region.  This procedure was based on a self-weighting, stratified, three-stage sample design.  In the first stage, sample Amphoes were selected as primary sampling units, with probability of selection proportional to population size.
  In the second stage, areas within sample Amphoes were stratified into three community types:  Municipal Areas (MA) Sanitary Districts (SD) and Villages (V).  Sample blocks were selected from the MA stratum, and sample villages were selected from the SD and V strata, with probability of selection proportional to size.  In the third stage, all households and vacant housing units in sample blocks and villages were listed and classified by size and occupation of the household head, or as vacant.  Then 12 addresses in sample blocks and 15 addresses in sample villages were selected systematically from these listings.


The number of blocks and villages selected in the second stage was determined so as to give a uniform sampling rate within each community type stratum.  This second-stage sample size was calculated by the following formula;

Every effort was made to interview all households living in the sample dwelling units.  If an interview proved to be impossible, a substitute household from the same size and occupational group was selected and interviewed.  Substitutions were made if 1) after several visits no responsible member of the household could be found at home, 2) the household was temporarily away and not expected to return during the survey period, 3) the sample address could not be found because of improper listing, 4) the dwelling could not be reached due to impassable roads or for security reasons,  and 5) the household absolutely refused to be interviewed.  No substitutions were made for vacant dwelling units.

CONCEPTS AND DEFINITIONS

(a)
Household and housing unit - The household was defined as a group of two or more persons who make common provision for food and other living essentials.  Members of a household may pool their income and have a common budget to a greater or lesser extent.  They may be related or ​unrelated or a combination of both.  The general criteria used to identify household members were:  1) common housekeeping arrangements, 2) sharing of principal meals, 3) common financial arrangements for supplying basic living essentials, and 4) recognition of one member as head.


A household could also be one person who makes provision for his own food and other living essentials without having common housekeeping or financial arrangements with other persons.


The dwelling unit was defined as all the living space occupied by one household, without regard to physical arrangement or facilities available.  It may be one room occupied by a lodger or boarder, or it may be one, two or more housed occupied by an extended household.  However, if a dwelling unit was vacant it was defined as a room or group of rooms with direct access, intended for occupancy by one household.

Household Membership - The head of a household was the person recognized as such by all other members.  If a usual member of the household was absent at the time of interview but not expected to be away for more than three months, he was counted as a member provided his income and expenditure could be recorded.  Unrelated boarders or lodgers living with a household but paying for living quarters and/or meals and otherwise financially independent, were treated as separate households.  Servants unrelated to the household head, living with the household and receiving food and housing as part of wages, but otherwise financially independent, were treated as separate households.  However, if servants received other goods and services (clothing, medical care, etc.) free, they were counted as family members.


Within a household a sub-family was identified as 1) a person, other than the household head, and his spouse, with or without never-married children present, or 2) a married, widowed or divorced person, other than the household head, with never-married children present.


(c)
Earners and income receivers - All economically active members of the household (self-employed, employees, and unpaid family workers) were counted as earners.  Members who received money income from any source (profits, wages and salaries, rents, or transfer payments) were counted as income receivers.  Profits from family enterprises employing unpaid family workers were assigned to the household head or to the operator of the enterprise if he could be identified.  Family workers, therefore, were not included as income recipients, and persons receiving only rental income or assistance payments were not counted as earners.

 
(d)
Household income Total household income included:  1) wages and salaries, tips, bonuses, etc., 2) net profits from farming and non-farm enterprise, 3) property income such as land rent, royalties, interest and dividends, 4) transfer payments received, such as assistance payments, pensions, scholarships and grants, 5) income-in-kind; the value of goods and services received as part of pay, home produced and consumed or received free from other sources, 6) the rental value of owner-occupied dwellings, and 7) other money receipts, such as insurance proceeds, lottery winnings and other "windfall" receipts.


"Current income" is total household income excluding other money receipts.


e)
Household expenditures - Total household expenditures include:  1)the amount spent to purchase goods and services used for living purposes, 2) the value of goods and services received as part of pay, home-produced and consumed, or received free from other sources, 3) the rental value of owner-occupied dwellings, 4) the amount spent for taxes, contributions, insurance premiums, lottery tickets, interest on debts, and other non-consumption items.


"Consumption expenditures" are total household expenditures excluding non-consumption outlays, (item (4) above).


f)
Assets and Liabilities - Assets include all savings, investments, and loans made to persons outside the household.  Liabilities include loans and credits received from institutions and persons outside the households.  Assets and liabilities may be cash or in-kind.


g)
Expenditures, income, assets and liabilities include the disbursements and receipts of all members of the household.

CLASSIFICATION OF HOUSEHOLDS

For summarization and presentation of survey results, two household characteristics were used for the most part, in order to classify households into groups for which expenditure and income patterns were expected to differ significantly.


a)
Socio-Economic Class - The classification of households into socio-economic groups was based on the main source of livelihood, status, kind of economic activity and occupation.  This classification divided households into ten major classes as follows: 1) farm operators mainly owning land, 2)farm operators mainly renting land, 3) non-farm entrepreneurs, 4) own-account professional and technical workers, 5) farm workers, 6) professional and administrative employees, 7) clerical, sales and service workers, 8) production and construction workers, 9) common laborers and general workers, and 10) economically inactive households.  Where the number of sample households found were insufficient to provide valid estimates for a class, data were combined.  Such combined classes included 1) all farm operators, 2) all professional, administrative and technical workers, and 3) farm and general workers.


In general the household class was based on the principal source of livelihood and employment status of the chief income recipient, usually the household head.  However, if the combined earnings of several members of the household represented the main source of livelihood, the classification was determined on the basis of the employment status of those members.  For example, if a household operated a small farm, but the earnings of household members working off the farm as common laborers exceeded farm profits (including the value of home-produced and consumed products) the household was classified in the general worker group.

Per capita Consumption Expenditure Class - To study the socio-economic characteristics of households living at different economic levels, it was necessary to choose an appropriate criterion for ranking households from low to high in some order which would distinguish those who might be classified as "poor" from those who are "better off" to varying degrees.  In earlier surveys the NSO used the amount of money income received by a household in an annual period for this purpose.  However, this classification factor was found to be unsatisfactory for several reasons.  Most importantly, it omits non-money income, which in Thailand c​onsists mainly of income-in-kind represented by the consumption of home-production in the agricultural sector.  Also, money income does not take into account the imputed rental value of owner-occupied and rent free dwelling, and therefore understates the income of households who do not pay rent.  The importance of income-in-kind in total income varies regionally between urban and rural households and those at low and high income levels.  Its exclusion, therefore, distorts comparisons between these groups.  In addition to these conceptual differences, it is somewhat difficult to obtain complete and reliable information on the total amount of money received, since households are often unwilling or unable to report income from various sources.  Detailed reporting of household expenditures can be obtained with much greater success.


The economic level at which households live can be described most appropriately by the kinds and quantities of goods and services they consume.  The value of these goods and services is assumed to approximate the permanent component of total households income, and to measure, in money terms, the level of living households have attained.  The period during which such consumption expenditures are made is taken as one full year in order to account for seasonal and other variations which may affect the opportunities households have, and decisions they make, in acquiring their living essentials.  Resources drawn upon to finance consumption expenditures may be current income, past income in the form of savings, or anticipated income in the form of borrowings.  The value of consumption, therefore, is not taken as an estimate of actual current income, but rather as a more stable indicator of the level of living.


Since a household's consumption expenditures are shared by all of its members, a large household would experience a lower level of living than a small household with the same total consumption value.  To some extent the larger household would benefit by "economies of scale", but the importance of such economies is not known.  A simple adjustment for this discrepancy is to use per capita consumption expenditures, that is, the average expenditure per household member.  One problem in this connection is that the simple average of expenditures does not take into account differences in household consumption.  For example, children consume less than adults, especially where food is the major consumption item, and their share of total consumption should be given less weight in the average.  On the other hand, children account for most of household expenditures for education and perhaps for some other social needs.  Because of these unresolved considerations, and since factors for adjusting household size to some "adult-equivalent" scale are not available for Thailand, no further adjustment was made, and per capita consumption expenditures were adopted for classification purposes.


Consumption expenditures include the value of goods and services:  1) purchased, 2) home-produced and consumed, including the rental value of owner-​occupied dwellings, 3) received free or as income-in-kind for household use.  Consumption expenditures do not include direct taxes, gifts and contributions, insurance premiums, occupational expenses, consumer debts, lottery tickets and money losses.  In addition to these exclusions, very large expenditures for ceremonies, weddings, cremations and festival were also excluded in order to avoid classification of households at a much higher than normal level.


c)
Households were classified also by other attributes:  size, type, tenure, age of head, mobility, total current income, total consumption expenditures, etc.  However, these variables were used primarily to study the characteristics of households within socio-economic and per capita expenditure classes.

5.
CLASSIFICATION OF HOUSEHOLD MEMBERS

Members of households were classified by demographic and economic characteristics, in order to provide additional descriptive information about households within socio-economic groups.  These classification variables include:  relationship to head, sex, age, education, marital status and economic activity.

6.
DATA COLLECTION METHODS

a)
Field organization.  The collection of data was conducted under direction of the NSO Field Division.  For the most part, supervisors and interviewers were permanent members of the field staff working out of NSO Changwat Offices.  Interviewers worked under the general direction of Region Officers and field coordinators assigned to the survey by the Central Office.


b)
Collection periods.  The total household sample was divided into twelve equally representative sub-samples, and one sub-sample of households was interviewed during each month of the year.  All households residing in sample blocks and villages were listed during the month of two just preceding the scheduled interview period in order to avoid too great a lapse of time between sample selection and interview.  Interviewing was initiated in November, 1975, and continued through October, 1976.  Each interviewer was responsible for obtaining information from 12 to 15 households each month.

 
c)
Data reference period.  During the first two weeks of the month, questions were asked about household composition, housing facilities, expenditures, income, saving and debts. Various reference periods were used for collecting expenditure and income data.  For all goods and services and sources of income, data were obtained for the preceding month.  In addition, for items usually purchased infrequently and income usually received annually or occasionally, data were obtained for the past 12 months.  Estimates of expenditures for groups of foods, beverages and tobacco were obtained for an average week.


During the second half of the collection month, interviewers visited households every day over a 7-day period, to obtain detailed information about expenditures and consumption of food, beverages and tobacco made the day before.


d)
Quality control.  To provide the highest possible quality of collected data, supervisors were expected to reinterview about ten percent of the sample households each month, and to assist interviewers as problems occurred.  In addition, each completed interview was to be subjected to a thorough field edit, followed by a follow-up interview if the information was found to be incomplete or internally inconsistent.  In this connection, a household account balance sheet was prepared for each completed interview.  This balance compared total money "disbursements" with total money "receipts" for the preceding month.  If the account was more than 15 percent out of balance, the interviewer was expected to revisit the household in an effort to reconcile the difference.  Disbursements were calculated as the sum of money expenditures, decrease in liabilities and increase in assets.  Receipts were the total of money income, increase in liabilities and decrease in assets.


After completed questionnaires were received at the Central Office, they were again reviewed for completeness and internal consistency.  Members of the Central Office staff conducted periodic visits to the field, to review questionable reports and clarify data collection procedures.  The quality of field work improved considerably after the first survey month.  To provide a basis for evaluating the reliability of information obtained, a small sample of households was reinterviewed in November, 1976, one month after completion of the last scheduled data collection period.  These interviews will be compared with earlier interviews from the same households.

DATA PROCESSING

a)
Editing and coding.  In the editing and coding process, all questionnaires were again examined for completeness and consistency.  Descriptive information was coded numerically for computer processing.  All expenditure and income values were converted to a one-month base by dividing annual values by 12 and multiplying weekly values by 4.3. Income from farm and non-farm enterprises was calculated on the basis of total annual value of production less operating expenses.  From this estimate the value of products held or withdrawn for household consumption was subtracted to arrive at an estimate of money income.  Estimates of expenditures for food, beverages and tobacco were derived from the detailed data reported in the 7-day record.


b)
Tabulation.  All information to be tabulated was transcribed to punch cards and then to tape for computer processing.  Before tabulations were prepared, all raw data were listed for final review and correction.  The data presented in the report are in the form of averages and percentage distributions.  Average monthly expenditures and income for the survey year are based on all households falling in a specified class regardless of whether the household incurred an expense for a given item or received income from a given source.  An individual household may have spent much more or much less than the average or nothing at all.  Even among households having similar characteristics, expenditures and income may differ substantially.  It is expected, however, that variations in the average expenditure and income patterns will reflect significant differences between households living in different circumstances and at different levels of living.


c)
Limitations of the data - Sample surveys are subject to various types of errors.  Sampling errors occur because observations are not taken from the entire population.  Non-sampling errors can be attributed to many sources, such as inability to obtain information from all households selected in the sample, inability or unwillingness of respondent households to provide current information, errors made in recording data, mistakes made in coding and estimating for missing data.  Every effort was made to hold errors of all types to a minimum.  Since non-sampling errors are known to be much more serious than errors due to sampling, it is not possible to estimate the overall degree of accuracy in survey results.  They must be tested in light of their reasonableness and in comparison with data from other sources.


It is generally thought that income and expenditure data are under-reported in household sample surveys, income to a greater degree than expenditures, and the extent of under-reporting varies for income from different sources.  For example, wage and salary earnings are probably much more accurately reported than profits from business.  Households are likely to forget to report some expenditures made during the survey period, and household members may be reluctant to report certain types of purchases, for example, alcoholic drinks, cigarettes and entertainment costs.  It is anticipated that extensive evaluation of survey results will be undertaken in connection with general and specific applications of the data in social and economic analysis.


Average values and percentage distributions are based on survey sample counts of households and household members within each Region and Community Type, in which the sample was self-weighting.  These values are taken as the best estimates for the entire population within the area covered. Estimates of the total number of persons living in survey areas were derived from sources independent of the survey samples primarily from data compiled by the "Working Group on Population Projections".  Weight factors for combining community type data to obtain estimates for the total region were based on the estimated number of households within the three community types.  These were calculated by dividing estimated population counts by average household size as measured by the survey.

8.
WEIGHT FACTORS

Within the Greater Bangkok Metropolitan Area, and within each type of community outside the Bangkok Area, households were selected with equal probability.  Sample data within Region/Community Type strata, therefore, can be pooled, and simple averages, percentages, etc. can be computed from sample aggregates.  However, weight factors are required for combining averages and percentages for community types and regions.  These weight factors are given in percentage form in Table A.  They are based on the best estimates available at the time, of population counts as of April, 1976.  The weight factors are appropriately applied to averages and percentages per household, and are not applicable for combining data based on household member counts.


As noted above, in the sample design measures of size for Amphoes were based on 1973 Office of Inhabitant Registration figures, and Block and Village size was the number of households counted in the 1970 Census of Population.  After adjustment to 1976 estimates of population, and taking care of differential response rates, expansion factors were derived which can be applied to sample counts of households in place of original sampling fractions.  Derivation of these expansion factors are given in Table B.
